Know that Christians special 
book is the bible.  
 
Know that many Christians 
believe a bible tells them how 
they should treat other 
people.  
 
Know that some stories are 
special to Christians (e.g. 
Zacchaeus, David and Goliath, 
Jesus calming the storm etc) 

Know that a Church is a 
special place for a Christian.  
 
Know that not all Churches 
are the same.  
 
Know that some Churches 
have stained glass windows 
and these show stories from 
the bible.

Know that the crescent 
moon and star are the 
religious symbol for Islam.  
 
Know that Muslims whisper 
into a baby’s ear after it 
has been born.  
 
Know that the Om/Aum is 
the religious symbol for 
Hinduism.  
 
Know that Hindu sisters 
give their brothers Rakhis 
(a special bracelet) to show 
their love for each other.  

   Know that a Torah is a 
special book for Jewish 
people. 
 
Know that some stories are 
special to Jewish people (e.g. 
David and Goliath). 
 
Know that the Qu’ran is the 
special book for Muslims.  
 
Know that Muslims wash their 
hands before touching a 
Qu’ran.  
 
Know that some stories are 
special to Muslims (e.g. the 
boy who threw stones at 
tree’s) 

Know that a Mosque is a 
special place for a Muslim.   
 
Know that not all Mosques 
are the same.  
 
Know that many Muslims go 
to a Mosque to pray to Allah.  

Reflecting

Share and record occasions 
when things have happened 
in their lives that made them 
feel special. 

Talk about people who are 
special to them.  
Say what makes their family 
and friends special to them  
Retell religious stories, making 
connections with personal 
experiences.   

Talk about things they find 
interesting, puzzling or 
wonderful and also about 
their own experience and 
feelings about the world.  
Think about the wonders of 
the natural world, expressing 
ideas and feelings.  
Talk about what people do to 
mess up the world and what 
they do to look after it.  

Talk about new ideas of new 
life in nature. 

Identify some of their own 
feelings in the stories they 
hear.  
 
Talk about stories that are 
special to them and why.  

Talk about somewhere that is 
special to themselves, saying 
why.  
Get to know and use 
appropriate words to talk 
about their thoughts and 
feelings when visiting a 
church. 
Express a personal response 
to the natural world.
