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Reading 
Developing reading skills is one of the most important things your 
child can do at this stage in their life. We teach reading every day 
in school and have daily opportunities to read for pleasure.  
Children have a school reading book in class which they will bring 
home each night they should aim to change this regularly. Some 
children will also have a ‘Read, Write, Inc.’ book which they 
should bring to school each day. Please find time to listen to them 
read and ask questions to check understanding. 

 

Writing 
In English we will be using a range of text-types to learn about 
applying punctuation correctly, using clauses correctly to form 
different types of sentence, strategies for accurate spelling, 
developing handwriting and developing exciting vocabulary. 

 

Maths 
This half term the children will be further consolidating and 
furthering their understanding of number and place value and 
confidently using the written methods for addition, subtraction, 
multiplication and division as well as learning about measure and 
fractions. They will also be learning  and applying a range of 
mental arithmetic skills and methods. Year 4 will have an 
additional focus of Times tables.
